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Social Security is not just about retirement benefits
If you are nearing retirement or if you are

still many years away from that magic number
but are worried that there will be no money left
in the pot when you are ready to retire, then
the information we received at our September
Chamber luncheon from Mr. Brandon Smith,
a representative of the Social Security Ad-
ministration, would have helped you under-
stand where Social Security stands today
and ways you can learn about how it works
and the various on-line services it offers to
help you.

Here is some information that was pre-
sented to our members at the September
luncheon meeting:

In 2009, nearly 51 million Americans will
receive $672 billion in Social Security ben-
efits.

Social Security is the major source of in-
come for most of the elderly.
* Nine out of ten individuals age 65 and older
receive Social Security benefits.
* Social Security benefits represent about
40% of the income of the elderly.
* Among elderly Social Security beneficia-
ries, 52% of married couples and 72% of
unmarried persons receive 50% or more of
their income from Social Security.
* Among elderly Social Security beneficia-
ries, 20% of married couples and about 41%
of unmarried persons rely on Social Security
for 90% or more of their income.

Social Security provides more than just
retirement benefits:
* Retired workers and their dependents ac-
count for 69% of total benefits paid.
* Disabled workers and their dependents
account for 18% of total benefits paid.
* About 91 percent of workers age 21-64 in
covered employment and their families have
protection in the event of a long-term disabil-
ity.
* Almost 3 in 10 of today’s 20 year-olds will
become disabled before reaching age 67.
* 69% of the private sector workforce has no
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long-term disability insurance.
An estimated 159 million workers, 94% of all

workers, are covered under Social Security.
